There will be a Lifeline Health 
Screening Clinic at the Longbranch 
Improvement Club on Wednesday 
January 11, 2012 from 8:00 AM to 
4:00 PM.  Anyone interested should 
contact the Lifeline Screening Group 
at 1-800-324-1851 for an  
appointment.  Pre-registration is  
required.  The screening includes a 
non-invasive ultrasound that can 
check for plaque buildup in the  
carotid artery or arteries of the lower 
extremities and detect the presence 
of an aortic aneurysm.  They also 
offer a six-lead electrocardiogram to 
detect an irregular heartbeat (atrial 
fibrillation) and the risk of  
osteoporosis by measuring for the 
bone mineral density of your heel.   If 
you are interested in a package or 
individual tests call 1-800-324-1851 
to schedule an appointment.
